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Welcome to the 2009 school year which of course is 
Pimlico State High School’s Jubilee year. It is 50 
years since this school took its very first cohort of 
students and ever since the school has built an 
enviable record for high quality public education. 
Consider the many thousands of students who 
received their secondary education at Pimlico who 
have gone on to lead meaningful lives and who have 
made meaningful contributions to the world within 
which they have lived. As a school we are very proud 
of how we add value to young people’s education 
and their capacity to not only achieve academically 
but also their capacity to make a difference to the 
world within which they and others live.  
 
In this regard I am extremely pleased to see the Year 
12 students from last year do so well. They were an 
outstanding cohort of students who left us at the end 
of last year having made a contribution to their 
school, personally achieved great results and who 
had grown into wonderful men and women. Their 
finest achievement is that they have, according to our 
records, all left Pimlico with something; either an OP 
or a vocational certificate. This gives them the 
opportunity to get into university, further training or a 
as a competitive job candidate. Special mention 
should go to the seven outstanding students who 
received the very highest OP of one – Dana 
Andrews, Jaimee Bebernitz, Molly Elliot, Mai-ing Koh, 
Clare Manning, Doug Price and Emma Wratten. The 
great news continues with nearly 43% getting an OP 
of 10 or better and over 74% getting an OP of 15 or 
better.  
 
Perhaps the strongest contributing factor to last 
year’s senior results was their capacity for work. In 
short they knew that to achieve would take dedication 
and an enormous amount of effort. This is something 
we can all learn from and to draw inspiration from. In 
fact this has been a theme for the start of our school 
year. Put in the effort, care enough about our future 
that we do something about it today. 
 
Triennial School Review  
This year we embark upon a rigorous period of self 
review as we seek to build upon and further enhance 
the school’s effectiveness and the delivery of 
outcomes for students. The Council of International 
Schools will have been in the school this week 
making a range of judgements against certain 
internationally recognised standards of excellence in 
schooling. The information we gain from this process 
along with data from surveys from parents, students 
and staff will then be used to determine areas for 
action. This process will result in a School Strategic 
Plan that will focus our collective efforts in ensuring

Winter Uniform  
Last year the school introduced a school jumper after 
a lengthy consultation process led primarily by the 
Student Council.

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SCHOOL BASED POLICE OFFICER 
 
Hello, I would like to introduce myself and tell you 
about the School Based Policing Program. My name 
is Tony RYAN and I am a Senior Constable of police 
performing duties as a School Based Police Officer.  I 
am attached to the Townsville Child Protection and 
Investigation Unit at Townsville Station. 
 
The School Based Policing Program is a joint 
initiative between the Queensland Police Service and 
Education Queensland.  The program is based on 
the interaction of a School Based Police Officer with 
students and school staff in a school environment.  
The program is an integral part of the Queensland 
Police Service’s approach to community policing. 
 
Aims  
·  Promote positive relationships between the 

school community and Police 
·  Contribute to the understanding of law and legal 

processes and procedures, particularly in 
relationship to youth  

·  Attend where appropriate to Police related 
matters within the school 

 
Commencement of the program  
The program was initially implemented as a Northern 
Territory Community Policing strategy.  The 
Queensland program first ran a trial in Townsville 
during 1995 and 1996.  The schools involved in the 
trial were Pimlico, Heatley, Kirwan and Thuringowa 
State High Schools.  In 1997 the program 
commenced with those four schools and eventually 
William Ross, Townsville State High and Northern 
Beaches Schools also joined the program. 
 
Number of School Based Police Officers  
Queensland currently has an allocation for 35 School 
Based Police Officers. Townsville is fortunate to have 
4 School Based Police Officers covering all seven 
State High Schools. Charters Towers also has a 
School Based Police Officer.

talks such as cancer, mental health issues 
 
Health Promotion  
·  Supporting the immunisation programmes such 

as Hepatitis B, Boostrix and Gardasil  

·  Health week displays such as Healthy Bones 
Week, National Youth Tobacco-Free Day, Drug 
Action Week 

·  Promoting sun safety particularly at swimming 
and athletics carnivals 

 
One-to-one Consultations  
I am available for students, staff and parents. 
 
Topics that students may talk to me about are: 
·  Health concerns 
·  Bullying 
·  Healthy skin 
·  Healthy eating 
·  Puberty 
·  Exercise 
·  Feeling unhappy 
·  Feeling stressed 
·  Finding out about other community agencies 
I encourage young people to speak with their 
parents/carers as much as possible. 
 
Confidentiality  
I am based at the school but employed by 
Queensland Health.  By law, I am required to keep 
information confidential, unless the person agrees for 
me to do otherwise. If, for example, a young person 
is at risk of being hurt, I may need to discuss this with 
another service or agency.  I will always explain the 
reason why to the young person.
