Our P&C usually meets on the second Tuesday of 
every month in M Block (building closest to the PAC).

Subcommittees provide support to 
Pimlico’s               extensive Music program, as well as 
coordinating Team Sailing and advocating for our proposal 
for a new Performing Arts Centre.

The P&C also operates the school’s Canteen, which is 
the P&C’s main source of revenue. All profits from the 
Canteen and other P&C projects are invested directly 
back into the school. New Canteen volunteers are always 
welcome.

The P&C’s Volunteer Coordinator maintains a register of 
volunteers’ skills and talents, providing another avenue for 
parents and community members to get involved and help 
the school.
